One of the best and certainly most prolific mystery 
authors of our time unfortunately passed away in  
October 2009. With 24 books in his “Toby Peters”  
series, 15 books in his “Inspector Rostnikov” series,  
6 books in his “Lew Fonseca” series, and 10 books in 

his “Abe Lieberman” series, Kaminsky 
has left a rich legacy. He also penned two 
books based on the “Rockford Files” TV 
show, four mysteries not in a series, and 
edited two anthologies, Mystery Writers of 
America Present Show Business Is  
Murder and On A Raven’s Wing: New 
Tales in Honor of Edgar Allan Poe. The 
Mystery Writers of America awarded him 
the Edgar for A Cold, Red Sunrise in 1989 
and the Grand Master Award in 2006.
